3.0	COURSE PRESCRIPTION
The Collected: An introduction to a complex architectural thinking. Examines both conceptual and exceptional spaces and develops an understanding of the corresponding architectural systems.

A hot topic for baby boomers and the painfully avoided elephant in the room for their millenial offspring, Auckland’s housing stock and affordability crisis shows no signs of letting up. The quarter-acre dream and the strange and nostalgic longing for the suburbs engrained in the New Zealand psyche is in desperate need of an overhaul. Architects, while in many ways complicit in this crisis, will need to play a crucial role in liberating it, providing clever and forward-thinking solutions, and crucially, a far more diverse variety of housing options. In general, we are good at houses and terrible at housing.
The Auckland Unitary Plan may begin to facilitate this much needed liberation. The Auckland Council have approached the NZIA requesting their input into the Auckland Design Manual, with a particular focus on housing. The NZIA suggested student involvement, with an exhibition of progressive solutions at Architecture Week in September.
[bookmark: _GoBack]This paper, by means of model making, painting and drawing will seek to explore five housing typologies and how they might come together to inform a denser, more experimental way of living in the city. These will need to comply with the unitary plan but demonstrate its potential for allowing creative thinking and bold architectural decision making.
The first half of the semester will involve the rapid production of design proposals for the following client typologies:
- A single person (max 40m2)
- A young couple (max 60m2)
- A couple with one child (max 75m2)
-A family with two or more children (max 90m2)
-A retired couple (max 60m2)

A standard block on an Onehunga site will be allocated to each student and the second half of the semester will involve the curation of their medium density housing solution. Consideration will need to be given to the context of the site, the relationship to neighbouring blocks and the co-existence of the typologies within the scheme. Some collaboration between students will be necessary to achieve an optimum outcome.
The aim of this paper is to re-condition and re-define the way the domestic realm is considered within the urban realm. The experimental designs should test the limits of current legislation and provide novel propositions for how we might do housing better in this country.

4.0	TEACHING AIMS
The aims of this course are to:
Design 5 presents an introduction to complex architectural thinking. It examines both conceptual and exceptional spaces and develops an understanding of corresponding architectural methodologies and systems. Topics will explore the cutting edge of architecture, with an individual emphasis on the theoretical, contextual, architectonic, communicative, material, spatial, sociological or topographical.

5.0	LEARNING OUTCOMES
General ARCHDES300 Course Outcomes
On successful completion of this course, students should be able to:
· Theory: Show evidence of engagement with selected / prescribed areas of architectural theory and knowledge. Further, to show evidence of the exploration of the possible influence of this upon the development of architectural propositions.
· Architectonics: Demonstrate abilities to project, explore and develop the tectonic characteristics of the project through the creative engagement with material, structural or constructional propositions.
· Programme: Show evidence of engagement with identified cultural, social and functional positions as they might inform speculative architectural propositions.
· Performance: Show abilities to advance conceptual thinking through engagement with environmental and contextual conditions that could bear upon the project, and to examine the way in which the architecture may affect those same conditions in return.
· Form and space: Demonstrate abilities to develop speculative three dimensional architectural form and space.
· Media: Display skill in the communication and development of design propositions through the considered use of architectural media.

Specific Topic Outcomes
This studio topic will engage the general course outcomes in the following ways:
· Theory: Consider how New Zealand’s domestic architecture tropes might be challenged by the need for more housing options. Experiment with domesticity at a variety of scales.
· Architectonics: Demonstrate an understanding of how materiality and structure can dictate or influence a domestic setting with a particular focus on model making craft to represent this.
· Program: Illustrate how the housing proposal has influenced the site and context and how each typology responds to the others and to the development around it.
· Performance: Show an understanding of how the performance of each dwelling both internally and externally can impact the relationships within the scheme between each dwelling and to the site.
· Form and space: Demonstrate how form has been explored and developed by a process of making, drawing and responding to site conditions.
· Media: Engage with a level of personal craft through model making, drawing and painting. Allow the media to impact the design result.

In addition to the criteria set out in the School handbook, assessment will be based on the following:
· Theory: Level of critical engagement with selected or prescribed areas of architectural theory and knowledge and the consideration of its bearing upon the design process.
· Architectonics: Ambition of the design project and the quality of design development through the creative engagement with material, structural and constructional issues.
· Programme: Quality of engagement with relevant cultural, social and functional issues to inform the pursuit of cutting edge architectural propositions. 
· Performance: Extent of design development through the consideration of environmental and contextual conditions bearing upon the project. 
· Form and Space: Quality of engagement with and development of speculative three dimensional architectural form and space.
· Media: Quality and clarity of presentation, the extent of design development facilitated by, and the consideration given to the architectural media utilised. 
· Quality of engagement in studio – singularly, in group discussions and in formal crits. Attendance in studio and for the duration of crit days is mandatory – students are expected to support and learn from their colleagues. 

Specific topics will weight the factors presented above according their identified emphases. 

10.3	Academic Integrity
